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STOCKYARD HILL WIND FARM PLANNING APPLICATION REPORT- LANDSCAPE & VISUAL ASSESSMENT

VIEWPOINT C7 -WESTERN HIGHWAY AT EURAMBEEN-STREATHAM ROAD INTERSECTION

Viewpoint C7 is located on the
Western  Highway and s
approximately 7 km from
Beaufort near the intersection of
the Eurambeen-Streatham Road.

The nearest wind turbine (T3) is

4.9 km to the south.

‘Landscape  Unit 1 - “Flat
Farmland” dominates the
foreground views, with
‘Landscape Unit 2 - “Hilly

Farmland” visible in the distance.
The wind turbines would be
located beyond these hills.

Figure 10.16 and Figure 10.17 is a

from the Western Highway.

View from the south-west to south (part panorama)

The road on the right hand side of Figure 10.16 is the Eurambeen-Streatham Road. Figure 10.17
continues this panorama from the south to the south-east toward the township of Beaufort.

View south-east toward the Township of Beaufort (part panorama)

This panoramic view to the south is across cleared rural land with scattered mature trees. The
topography also rises towards the south-east and combined with existing vegetation, screens
views both to the township of Beaufort as well as the wind turbines proposed in this direction.

However wind turbines would be visible to the south and the south west where they are
located on the low range of hills in the distance. The wind turbines are located on the south of
the Highway whilst to the north is Mount Buangor, a volcanic cone that is a feature within this
relatively flat landscape.

Figure 10.18 shows a view looking north-westward toward Mount Buangor. This view is in the
opposite direction from the proposed Stockyard Hill Wind Farm.

Mount Buangor dominates the landscape in this location and will still dominate the views of
motorists looking north from the Highway.

As there is no impact on the views to Mount Buangor, the overall visual impact of the proposed
Stockyard Hill Wind Farm from this location is assessed as low.

The existing landscape is dominated by large flat expanses of cleared farmland with a few
scattered individual mature trees and windbreaks. Mount Buangor and Mount Sugarloaf can

been seen in the background of the photograph.

Challicum Hills Wind Farm is visible from this location in the distance, toward the north-west.
The visual impact of the wind turbines from this location would be low due to the combination
of distance to the proposed wind turbines and the extremely modified rural nature of the
existing landscape.
