PLANNING APPLICATION REPORT- LANDSCAPE & VISUAL ASSESSMENT

VIEWPOINT R1 - 233 DALGLEISHS ROAD (#1)

The residence at 233 Dalgleishs Road
is located between Skipton Road and
Beaufort-Carngham Roads, Beaufort
and is the first of three residences
assessed in Dalgleishes Road (also
refer Viewpoint R5 & R6).

The nearest wind turbine (T34) is
1.6 km to the south east.

The dwelling sits on a hill located
south east of the township of Beaufort.
The residence is south of the State
Park and the surrounding landscape,
particularly to the north, east and
west is highly vegetated. The house
is orientated to the south to capture
the superb views from this elevated
location.

VP R1 (0712832 5850676 Elevation: 448 m)

Figure 11.2 shows the existing vegetation surrounding the dwelling. The surrounding areas are
well vegetated although there is a break in vegetation close to the house along the southern

edge, permitting views to the wind farm.

233 Dalgleishs Road, Beaufort

Figure 11.3 is taken from the lounge room windows of the residence at 233 Dalgleishs Road.

The lack of foreground vegetation permits a view across the lower vegetation on the
surrounding plain towards the wind farm. This is shown in the photomontage in Figure 11.4.

The nearest wind turbine to this location is 1.6 km to the south east. At 1.6 km the wind
turbines “will be visually dominant in the landscape from most viewing locations”. Although there is
extensive existing vegetation around the dwelling the view to the south / south west is not
screened by foreground planting. For these reasons the overall visual impact from this
residence is assessed as high.

Landscape mitigation

Landscape screening is necessary and would be highly effective in this area, however it would
screen the views that this house has been designed to capture. For this reason landscape
mitigation is less effective, although it should be offered as a potential mitigation measure to
the owners. However, as these panoramic views are superb, the assessment has not been
adjusted on the assumption that such landscape mitigation would be acceptable.

VIEWPOINT R2 - 1066 CARNGHAM STREATHAM ROAD, MT EMU

This residence at Viewpoint R2 (Dwelling
N18) is located at 1066 Carngham-
Streatham Road. The residence sits near
the corner of Trawalla West Road.

The nearest wind turbine (T192) is located
2.0 km to the south.

Figure 11.5 shows the existing vegetation
surrounding the dwelling.

1066 Carngham-Streatham Road, Mt Emu

The windbreaks to the east and west of the residence frame views to the south. The southern
most wind break, adjacent to the road will only screen a small proportion of the view.

Figure 11.6 shows the existing view from the rear of this residence, taken at the garden fence.
The main external areas of this residence are to the north (the driveway, the main house entry)
and look away from the wind farm. The lounge room window is also oriented to the south.

The windbreaks on either side of the property are visible on either side of the photograph, as is
the southern windbreak on this property. In the valley to the south, the vegetation that runs
along Mount Emu Creek is also visible.

Figure 11.7 shows a photomontage of the wind turbines that will be visible from the residence at
1066 Carngham-Streatham Road.

Some portion of the wind farm will be screened by existing vegetation however for the majority
of the view from this location in the garden the wind turbines will be a dominant element. At
this distance the wind turbines will be “Highly visible and will usually dominate the landscape”.

This view is from the rear of the property and at 2.0 km the dominance of the wind turbines is
less, therefore the overall visual impact is assessed as moderate without landscape mitigation.

Landscape mitigation

Landscape mitigation along the southern boundary could be particularly effective. Screen
planting, or even additional deciduous trees, planted along this garden edge would screen or
filter views to the wind farm whilst acting as a windbreak to reduce the impact of southern
winds.
