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14.6 VIEWPOINT T6 – MOUNT BUTE ROAD 

Viewpoint T6 is located on Mount Bute 
Road.   The proposed power line will 
be located on the road reserve at this 
location. 

The most visible landscape unit in this 
location is ‘Landscape Unit 1 – Flat 
Farmland’. 

Figure 14.11 shows the view on Mount 
Bute Road looking south.

Although the surrounding landscape has been extensively modified for agricultural purposes, 
the tree lines located along property boundaries provide visual relief.   

The power line should be located on the right hand side of the road, where few trees need to be 
removed.  Also given the few visitor numbers the overall visual impact of the proposed power 
line would be low.  
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14.7 VIEWPOINT T7- MOUNT BUTE ROAD FROM CRAWFORD’S ROAD INTERSECTION 

Viewpoint T7 is located on the 
intersection of Mount Bute road and 
Crawfords Road, looking north onto 
Mount Bute Road.  

The proposed powerlines will be 
located on the road reserve at this 
location. 

The most visible landscape unit in this 
location is ‘Landscape Unit 1 – Flat 
Farmland’. 

Figure 14.12 shows the view looking 
north along Mount Bute Road.

Planted tree lines can be seen on property fences along Mount Bute Road and in the 
background, and power poles are also visible.   A rural property is located on the left of this 
view.  

Although the landscape in this area has been heavily modified for rural residential and 
agricultural purposes including fence lines, roads, signage and other agricultural infrastructure, 
the major potential impact of the power line would be the visual changes relating to the 
removal of existing vegetation.  

If vegetation removal is minimised then the overall visual impact associated with the proposed 
power lines is assessed as low.
